O Elementary school, junior high school, and high school

Enrolling in an elementary school or a junior high-school:

The Japanese law mandates that children must attend elementary school for six
years (between ages 6 and 12) and a junior high-school for three years (between
ages 12 and 15). Although this law has no binding power over foreign nationals,
foreign children can enroll in a public school in Japan, by going through the
necessary application procedures. If you would like to have your children attend a
public school, contact the Akita City Board of Education.

Enrolling in a high-school

High school education is not compulsory in Japan. In Japan, there are three types
of high-schools: national, public, and private high schools, each of which offers
different educational programs. In order to enroll in a high school in Japan, an
applicant must have educational backgrounds that go beyond junior high school
education in Japan.
